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 After a long year of renovations, the Freedom Center Campus opened for 

business on October 11th with the start of our Freedom Quest program for at-risk 

inner city youth ages 13-17.  It was a day that will be remembered as a huge 

milestone in the ministry. 

 The kids are excited as they begin to explore and define their interests 

and talents and hear about the everlasting love of Jesus Christ. The youth are par-

ticipating in classes including cooking, sewing, vocal music, computers, wood-

working, welding and mechanics.  One 17-year-old boy came from New Orleans 

with his mother and siblings, victims of hurricane Katrina.  He has missed two 

years of high school and is looking forward to earning his GED and working on 

cars in the mechanics class.  Another girl, a refugee from Africa, has dreams of a 

singing career. 

 Out of over 100 applications taken this summer for the program, we an-

ticipate having 30-50 youth participating in the program by year-end and 80 to 

100 by the end of next year. The youth currently attend classes on Tuesday, and 

Thursday from 3:30 to 7:00PM and Saturday from 10:00 to 2:00PM. 

 Our ministry to homeless youth, ages 18-21, continues with outreach 

events, one-on-one counseling, and our transitional housing program for boys at 

the Promise House.  The house has been at full capacity for several months and 

we are seeing great strides in many of the boys through their discipleship classes 

and work training at the campus. 

 Plans are currently underway for the construction of a similar home for 

homeless girls next year.  We have acquired a vacant lot, adjacent to the campus, 

and have received city approval.  We continue to see that for significant growth 

to occur with this age group, it is necessary to provide a highly-structured pro-

gram that includes long-term housing. 

 Each month God provides enough for us to continue, so we forge ahead 

in faith trusting that He is faithful to provide finances and volunteers to sustain 

the ministry.  As we expand our programs, we rely each month on those God is 

calling to fund this ministry.  We hope you will join us at our Fall Celebration 

where you can hear more about the ministry and have an opportunity to 

participate financially.  If you are unable to attend, will you consider a financial 

pledge to help rescue our lost and hurting youth?
